The meeting was called to order at 8:35AM by Dr. Dave Gerber, Board President.  
1. Review and approve minutes from October 2015 Board meeting:  Motion to approve as amended by Dr. Dredge.  Motion seconded by Kathy Simpson.  Motion passed.

2. Review of Spring 2016 BOVM newsletter  (Ellis)
a. The Newsletter was generally discussed.  During the general discussion, Dr. Maupin noted that many equine veterinarians are unclear about ownership of medical records in regards to pre-sale examinations and this might be a topic for clarification.  Roger Gabel agreed to review the law and discuss during the June 20, 2016 meeting.  

3. Revised license and certificate renewal forms for 2016:  Members of the Board suggested minor changes to the proposed drafts;  the forms were approved with changes for use during the 2016/2017 renewal cycle.

4. Updates from Executive Director (Ellis)
a. 2016 Legislative Session
i. Changes in code
· House Bill 381 which changes the name of the Certified Euthanasia Task force to Committee on Humane Euthanasia passed and will become law on July 1, 2016.  
· House Bill 382 which gives the board more options for non-disciplinary options was amended at the request of Senator Burgoyne.  The amended bill passed and will be effective July 1, 2016.
ii. Negotiated rule changes:
· The rule changes on reporting Continuing Education were accepted.  The  revised rule (IDAPA 46.01.01.15) will direct licensees to retain original documentation of their continuing education rather than send the materials to the Board.  The board will implement a random audit system to verify continuing education requirements are being met.
b. Raises for BOVM office staff:  The legislators passed the Governor’s recommendation of a 3% increase for state employees, with discretion for agencies to develop plans meeting their individual needs. Ellis recommends the staff receive the full 3% suggested by the Governor.
c. Formal rulemaking for the 2017 session
i. Legislation was passed in 2015 which allows CVTs to place their certifications on inactive status.  The board discussed an annual fee of $25 per year for an inactive certification.The board approved going forward with both temporary and proposed rulemaking.  
ii. The Board will review and amend Rule 102 (reporting CE for CVT’s).  Clarification and restructuring is needed as well as including language about reporting continuing education requirements.
iii. The designation Certified Euthanasia Task Force (CETF) will be replaced with Committee on Humane Euthanasia (COHE) in the  board’s rules to comply with House Bill 381.  
iv. The Board needs to implement a rule that would specify dates and places for the January and June meetings; additional meetings are to be called by the Board President.
d. Increasing license and certificate fees in FY 2017:  Ellis explained why a fee increase is needed.  Dr. Dave Shultz suggests putting together a proposed 10 year budget using the last three years expenses and revenue as a starting point.  He also advised reviewing the proposal with the Department of Fiscal Management (Sara Stover). 

5. Overview of 2016 Legislative Session:  Roger presented an overview of the 2016 session focused on areas that have some relevance to the Board.

6. Case presentation and discussion (Gabel):  This item was deleted due to the discussion on the 2016 legislative session.

7. Conclusion of information on VTNE registration (Rockett):  Dr. Rockett contacted the AAVSB regarding CVT’s being allowed to take the VTNE test before graduation.  The Board approved participation in the VTNE Alternative Pathway Program for graduating students of approved AVMA-accredited programs in Idaho

8. Open forum for public comment:  There were no comments.

9. Update on CETF (COHE) meeting on April 5, 2016:  Ellis reports spring training for CETs was successfully held in Boise on April 6 and in Lewiston on April 7.  Training in Pocatello will be held on May 2, 2016.  Three new venipuncture boards have been purchased to assist in training.  Dates were set for the 2017 meeting and training.  Carol Eklund has served on the Committee for several years, but, is rotating off the Board this fall.  Rule dictates that a regular Board member must serve as a member of the COHE.  The Board agreed that Billy Maupin would fill this vacancy beginning October 1, 2016, but also approved a long-term “solution” of amending the rule to delete this requirement.

10. Consideration of Stipulation and Consent Agreements:
a. BVM 16-03 was tabled until the next meeting
b. BVM 16-07 was rejected and returned to counsel to renegotiate

11. Telemedicine (continued):
a. Dr. Gerber attended the webinar held on telemedicine on March 30, 2016.  Dr. Gerber said the webinar focused on human medicine and did not addressonly mentioned the concerns of veterinarians. 
b. Dr. Dredge presented possible language changes to the  Practice Act to represent the Board’s policy.  Discussion will continue at the next meeting in June.

12. FY 2015 complaint overview:  Ellis presented a summary of the complaints the Board reviewed during 2015.  

13. Discussion:  Should Liaison Officer serve until October board meeting?:  Roger advised there cannot be seven members on the board so the Liaison Officer will not be expected to attend the October board meeting.  

The board agreed that the review of the Executive Director will be done at the June meeting and the office policy will be updated to reflect the change.  
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With no further business to conduct, the meeting was adjourned at 3:30PM.
