The meeting was called to order at 8:35 AM by Dr. Dave Gerber, Board President.  
1. Review and approve minutes from October 2015 Board meeting:  Motion to approve as amended by Dr. Dredge.  Motion seconded by Dr. Maupin.  Motion passed.

2. Updates and topics from Executive Director (Ellis)
a. Discrepancies in budget reports from FY2014 and FY2015:  Cindy Hedge explained that the seeming differences occurred because of how ISDA Fiscal department categorized travel expenses on the line item report.  
b. Policy for annual review of Executive Director:  Ellis drafted a policy statement on conducting formal annual reviews of the Executive Director.  The annual surveys will be sent to each board member and returned to the Liaison officer before the October meeting.  Dr. Eklund moved to accept the policy as amended.   Motion seconded by Dr. Dredge.  Motion carried.
c. Information from Virginia Board on how facility inspections are conducted:  While attending the national AAVSB meeting in September 2015, Ellis and Dr. Rockett attended a presentation on how facility inspections are done in Virginia.  Ellis contacted the Virginia Board for more details, and presented her findings.
d. Information from North Carolina Board on ability of citizens to petition for arrest of violators:  While at the AAVSB meeting, Ellis and Dr. Rockett also attended a lecture that discussed how private citizens in North Carolina can petition magistrates for the  arrest of persons they believe committed misdemeanors.  Ellis researched the subject further with Kenneth Wheeler, an investigator for the North Carolina Board of Veterinary Medicine and reported her findings.  Roger Gabel led a discussion. 
e. Professional indexing for VPA:  Ellis presented information on the cost of professional indexing for the VPA.  It was agreed that she should engage a firm after the 2016 Legislative session ended.   
f. Topics for Spring 2016 newsletter: Ellis provided a list of what is planned for the spring newsletter and asked for suggestions and comments from the board.
g. Permission for Director to attend AAVSB training for new board members:  Ellis requested permission to attend AAVSB’s New Board Member training from May 21-22, 2016, in Kansas City, Missouri.  Dr. Dredge made a motion to send Ellis to the New Board Member Training in Kansas City.  Motion seconded by Dr. Maupin.  Motion carried.

3. Request from IVMA for pre-approval as a provider of Continuing Education:  Vicki Smith, Executive Director of the IVMA, asked that IVMA be pre-approved as a provider of Continuing Education. Dr. Eklund made a motion for the IVMA and its regional offices to have pre-approval for all of their sponsored continuing education.  Motion seconded by Dr. Dredge.  Motion carried.

4. Update on proposed legislation and rule making for current legislative session: 
a. If passed by the legislature, Idaho Code will expand existing authority for non-disciplinary options to board regulated individuals and specify when these options are available.  Vicki Smith, Executive Director of the IVMA, expressed that her organization is in support of this change.

b. Negotiated rule changes:  (Changes in reporting Continuing Education): Ellis reports, if passed by the legislature, the changes to IDAPA 46.01.01.15(03) will direct licensees and certificants to retain original documentation of their continuing education rather than send the materials to the Board, and will implement a random audit system.

5. Update on proposal to revise the Stipulation and Consent Agreement for BVM 13-12B:  Roger Gabel had received no word on whether the client accepted the Board’s offer from the October meeting.  Based upon the lack of response from the client and the attorney and the comments from the Board, Roger drafted an Order to deny amending the stipulation and consent agreement.  Dr. Eklund made a motion to accept the order to deny.  Motion was seconded by Dr. Dredge.  Motion carried.
 
6. Case summary and discussion:  Gabel lead a discussion of Department of Community Health v. Link, 2010 WL 2594867 (Mich. App. June 29, 2010) and Newman v. Veterinary Board of Governors, 156 Wash. App. 132,231 P.3d 849 (May 17, 2010).

7. Open forum:  Dr. Walter Rowntree commented on online continuing education requirements. 

8. Use of telemedicine in the veterinary profession:  
a. Ellis provided an article written by Sally Deneen of the Veterinary Information Network (VIN) News for discussion.
b. Legal aspects of telemedicine:  Ellis provided suggested language from the AVMA and the AAVSB that address telemedicine and the Idaho rule on VCPR relationships. 
c. The Board discussed a situation in which a veterinarian wishes to conduct examinations of adoptable animals at a shelter using Facetime. 
d. Dr. Dredge agreed to investigate and present language for the board to consider introducing into our current practice act regarding the practice of telemedicine.

9. Consideration of Dr. Walter Rowntree’s suggestions on conducting investigations of complaints when more than one veterinarian is involved:  Dr. Eklund advises the board already handles cases separately even when complaints involve two veterinarians so no policy changes are needed at this time.

10. Update: Federal Trade Commission (FTC) Staff Guidance on Active Supervision of State Regulatory Boards Controlled by Market Participants: Roger Gabel presented information on the FTC’s Staff Guidance on Active Supervision of State Regulatory Boards Controlled by Market Participants, followed by discussion.

11. License and Certification Application Review:  The Board reviewed and approved thirty (30) veterinarian applications and nine (9) Certified Veterinarian Technician applications.
With no further business to conduct, the meeting was adjourned at 3:30PM.
