The meeting was called to order at 8:35 AM by Dr. Dave Gerber, Board President.  Dr. Gerber introduced the newly appointed Board member, Dr. William (Billy) Maupin from Southwest Idaho. Dr. Maupin operates a full service equine hospital in Nampa, Idaho.
1. Review and approve minutes from June, 2015 Board meeting:  Motion to approve as amended by Dr. Dredge.  Motion seconded by Dr. Eklund.  Motion passed.
2. Final Statistics on FY 2015 license and certification renewals:  Cindy Hedge distributed a chart that compares licensing and certification statistics for veterinarians, CVTs and CETs from 2008 through 2015.  
3. Update on proposed legislation and rule making for FY2016
a. Proposed amendment to Idaho Code EALS #435-01 (Change name of Euthanasia Task Force to Committee on Humane Euthanasia):  This amendment has gone through the process and is ready to go to the legislature. 
b. Proposed amendment to Idaho Code EALS #435-02 (Expand existing authority for non-disciplinary options to Board-regulated individuals and specify when these options are available):  The Liaison Officer would be the only one who has the authority to offer an alternative. 
c. Negotiated rulemaking: DOCKET NO. 46-0101-1501(Simplification of reporting and processing Continuing Education for licensees and certificants):  This rule would change the way Continuing Education (CE) is reported and recorded.  
4. Update on Certified Euthanasia Task Force:  Ellis reports the task force met on October 7, 2015.  The task force agreed upon the name of “Committee on Humane Euthanasia” and developed a mission statement.  

5. Updates from Executive Director (Ellis)
a. Audit: Ellis reports that the BOVM passed the Legislative Service Office triennial management audit for FY 2012-2014.  
b. Proposed FY 2017 Budget: Ellis reported that the main change to the FY2017 budget is the addition of a part-time employee.  Ellis states the Board can maintain a part-time employee for now but suggests looking at an increase in Veterinarian and CVT fees, which would also address the issue of building up a reasonable “reserve”.  
c. Website Update:  Cindy Hedge, with the assistance of an OCIO technician, has learned the Dreamweaver program and is currently doing the web updates.  
d. Performance Report for FY 2015:  Ellis compiled and submitted the FY15 performance report.  The report serves as an overview for legislators and the public.
e. Staff training and Progress:  Ellis reports the staffing situation is excellent.  Staff training was completed on Multi-Point and the Veterinary Licensing Program (VLP) as well as the Euthanasia Program. Cindy attended the IBIS-STARS training given by the State Controller’s Office.  
f. Annual review of the Executive Director:  Ellis reports review forms were sent to each Board member and returned to Dr. Gerber.  Dr. Eklund and Dr. Gerber completed the Director’s annual review at this meeting.  

6. “Pros and cons of group versus individual disciplinary investigations”:  Dr. Walter Rowntree presented ideas on how to improve the investigation of a complaint in which two or more veterinarians are the subjects.  .

7.  Case summary and discussion:  Gabel lead a discussion of Green v. Pa. State Bd. of Veterinary Med., 116 A.3d 1164 (Mar. 16, 2015) and Hines v. Alldredge, et al., 783 P.3d 197 (5th Cir., Mar. 27, 2015)

8. Open Forum:
a. Vicki Smith, Executive Director of the Idaho Veterinary Medical Association, discussed the current situation with the Idaho Humane Society and advised that the Board of Pharmacy is considering a rule change with regards to compounding controlled substances.  
b. Dr. Walter Rowntree offered more comments regarding his presentation on non-disciplinary actions.

9. Consideration of reopening Stipulation and Consent Agreement for BVM 13-12B: Mr. Robert Anderson presented a motion to reopen and possibly amend the Stipulation and Consent Agreement for BVM13-12B.  Discussion followed.  Mr. Anderson will discuss the Board’s comments regarding Dr. Ormond’s request with his client and contact DAG Roger Gabel for further action, if necessary.

10. Miscellaneous requests: 
a. Request from Washington State University School of Veterinary Medicine for pre-approval as a provider of Continuing Education:   Dr. Rockett moved to pre-approve Washington State University of Veterinary Medicine as a provider of Continuing Educations.  Motion seconded by Dr. Maupin.  Motion passed.
b. Use of medical thermography in Idaho:  Ellis reports the Board received a question from a North Idaho veterinarian who is interested in purchasing thermography equipment as to whether the Board would object to the licensee sending the thermographs to Oregon to be read by a technician.  The Board does not dictate the purchase or use of equipment; however, thermographs are medical images and a technician may not make a diagnosis.
c. Veterinary Telehealth:  Vicki Smith (IVMA) made the Board aware of an advertisement for a new company called” VetX” which will launch in late October.  VetX is a mobile and web-based application that allows anyone with a computer or smartphone access to professional feedback from a licensed veterinarian.    There was concern that the company may be illegally practicing veterinary medicine.  The Board tabled the issue until the January 2016 meeting.  
d. Update on VTNE exam for technicians:  Some states accept on-the-job training (OJT) or alternative pathways to being eligible for the VTNE.  Dr. Rockett would like the Board to consider adopting an “alternative pathway” for Idaho students because although Idaho students graduate in May, they are not eligible to take the VTNE until November, placing them at a disadvantage.  Dr Rockett suggested an alternative pathway for Idaho that would be administered as follows:
· Program Director sends letter to the Idaho Board of Veterinary Medicine (IBOVM).
· IBOVM verifies the list with the Director and forwards the list of approved applications to AAVSB to permit testing.
· AAVSB would still handle “routine” applications in which the student has a diploma in hand.
Dr. Rockett moved to draft documents outlining an “alternative pathway” for graduates of accredited AVMA institutions in Idaho.  Motion seconded by Dr. Dredge.  Motion passed.
e. AAVSB meeting:  Dr. Rockett attended the annual AAVSB conference held in Milwaukee on Sept 17-19, 2015.  Discussion followed.

11. Update on the Supreme Court’s decision “North Carolina State Board of Dental Examiners v. Federal Trade Commission:
On September 3, 2015, the Board office received a letter from Governor Otter expressing concern over the North Carolina case. In it, he suggested that “we take prompt and decisive action to ensure that Idaho’s boards and board members are protected from anti-trust claims.”

In response to the Governor’s letter, on September 30, 2015, Board Liaison Officer Dr. Carol Eklund, Board Executive Director Jodie Ellis and Board Counsel Roger Gabel met with Ann Beebe from the Governor’s Office and Mitch Toryanski, an attorney with the Idaho Bureau of Occupational Licensing, to discuss the case and possible future action.
