1. Introductions
a. Dr. Matt Dredge, new board member

2. Certified Euthanasia Task Force 
a. Update on October 15, 2014 CETF meeting:                                                                                             Dr. Eklund reported the concerns of the Task Force regarding the new Idaho Humane Society (HIS) facility, clarifying that this topic is out of the Board’s jurisdiction. 
b. Nomination of new members for the Certified Euthanasia Task Force (CETF):
Tami McReynolds, DVM, and Jo-Anne Dixon, DVM have agreed to serve an additional three-year term on the Task Force. Laurie Dart, the Lead CET at the Idaho Humane Society, will begin serving her three-year term on January 14, 2015.  A CETF nominee from Eastern Idaho will be found before Dr. Marcia Matsuura’s term expires on April 23, 2015.
Dr. Coplin moved to appoint McReynolds, Dixon, and Dart to the Task Force.   Dr. Gerber seconded, and the motion passed. Dr. Teresa Kasper-Sauer is the new chair for this Task Force.
c. Euthanasia statistics for 2013 and 2014 were unavailable; the topic was rescheduled for the January 2015 Board meeting.

     Dr. Coplin moved to grant a restricted license to the applicant, including supervised probation for five  (5) years from the issue date. (Proposed Motion#1 as amended) Dr. Rockett seconded, and the motion passed.


5. Board Investigators
a. Overview of investigation services for BOVM for new Board member: 
Dr. Barry Rathfon presented a slideshow giving an overview of his service with the Board and the duties of the investigator, and an additional overview of the complete complaint process.
i. After ensuing discussion, the Board directed the Executive Director to screen each complaint case, and, if the case is outside of the Board’s jurisdiction, offer the complainant the option to submit his/her concerns to the IVMA Peer Review Committee.
b. National Certified Investigator and Inspector Training (NCIT) (Dr. Bob Miller)
i. Dr. Miller updated the Board on his recent course at the Council on Licensure, Enforcement and Regulation (CLEAR) training in New Orleans. 

6. IVMA’s proposed legislation regarding non-profit animal groups: BOVM’s potential involvement with Rules if legislation is passed during the 2015 legislative session (Robert Pierce, DVM )
Dr. Robert Pierce (President of the IVMA) phoned in to discuss IVMA members’ opposition of expanded services offered to the public by the Idaho Humane Society. Dr. Pierce stated that he believes this violates the Humane Society’s non-profit status. The Southwest Idaho Veterinary Medical Association’s members voted overwhelmingly to draft a proposed bill directing non-profit groups to stay within four areas of practice. The proposed bill will be presented at the 2015 legislative session, and IVMA wants BOVM to administer the new statute. Gabel advised the Board not to make any decisions until the proposed language is reviewed. 

7. Open forum for public comment
Joyceanne Fick, a committee member of the NBVME, reported the untimely death of Robin Kendrick, AAVSB’s Executive Director.  Fick encouraged the Board to send its members who are in their second or third year to the annual AAVSB conference, to give them an opportunity to serve on the AAVSB Board or the NBVME.

8. Review of AAVSB meeting, September 10-13, 2014, in St. Petersburg, FL (Ellis, Eklund, and Gerber)
a. Report from AAVSB voting delegate (Dr. Eklund)
Dr. Eklund commented on the nine amendments to AAVSB’s bylaws presented at the meeting, only one of which was contentious. The ability for member nominations from the floor did not pass the general vote. AAVSB is planning on offering additional services in the future. Other items of note:
i. AAVSB will send out training crews to state boards (at the state’s expense)
ii. A discussion was held on whether or not an Idaho Board member should attend the AAVSB meeting twice during his/her term; the consensus was no, although it was agreed that the Executive Director needs to attend every year.
iii. Six states regulate equine dentistry.
iv. Four jurisdictions currently regulate telemedicine.
v. Thirty-eight of 58 regulatory Boards currently have statutory authority to take action against unlicensed practice.
b. Ideas/issues from the AAVSB meeting (Ellis and Gerber):
i. Mandatory attendance of a Board meeting as a disciplinary requirement in appropriate cases was discussed. The general feeling of the Board members was that it would be a good idea for disciplined licensees to attend one of the Board meetings. This could be a voluntary attendance for new licensees. 
i. Ellis was directed to prepare an article for the spring 2015 Newsletter, offering two management credits to any licensed veterinarian or technician who attends a day-long Board meeting in Boise. 
ii. Staff and Roger Gabel will work on the exact verbiage and present the final at the January Board meeting.
ii. Possible additional sources of revenue for Board
i. Ellis spoke with multiple Executive Directors about charging for veterinarian lists. She suggested that the office charge drug companies and any for-profit entity, but not state or federal agencies, as this task is time-consuming for staff.
   The Board agreed on a $50 charge per list, effective immediately.
                                 ii.   The Board does not wish to charge for pre-approving continuing education   courses at this time.
c. Veterinary CE Tracking System (VCET):
This service, offered by AAVSB, provides a national repository for veterinary professionals in which to deposit continuing education credits.  Dr. Eklund, Dr. Gerber and Ellis felt that the system was not fully operational, and the Board will not promote it at this time to veterinary professionals in Idaho.


9. Review and approve meeting minutes
· May 5, 2014 teleconference  
      Ms. Simpson moved to approve the minutes as amended. Dr. Coplin seconded, and the motion   passed.
· July 17, 2014 teleconference
      Ms. Simpson moved to approve the minutes as amended. Dr. Gerber seconded, and the motion passed.
· June 23, 2014 board meeting
       Dr. Coplin moved to approve the minutes as amended. Dr. Eklund seconded, and the motion passed.

10. Budget update and financial report (Ellis)
	Ellis reported that in FY2013, the Board only took in $2,000 more than was spent, mostly because of extra staffing costs due to temporary workers. Ellis reported that the Board is solvent, but will need to continue carefully managing its budget.  She believes it will be necessary to ask for a fee increase in 2017.

11. Report from Board Attorney (Gabel)
a. Update on GL Solutions: 
Earlier this year, the Division of Purchasing, through Tim Davis (Deputy Attorney General Counsel) submitted a notification to GLS that they are in violation of the state contract. The Board of Veterinary Medicine, Board of Medicine, and the Bureau of Occupational Licensing would like to withdraw from the contract as GL Solutions has not delivered what they contracted to do. GL Solutions is resisting. Ellis asked what the worst possible outcome for the Board could be in this matter. Gabel responded that GL Solutions might try to sue the Board for $50-60K for work they claim they performed, but this is unlikely. The Division of Purchasing granted GL Solutions an extension until October 24, 2014 for their response. 
b. Report from 2014 FARB meeting: 
The Board of Nursing funded Gabel’s attendance at this year’s regulatory law seminar. Gabel reported that there were several excellent presentations, and that it was an extremely well-organized seminar.

12. Board statistics (Youtz)

a. 2014 renewal statistics: 
There was a net gain of six (6) veterinary technicians and a net loss of eight (8) veterinarians during the 2014 renewal season. 
b. BOVM Website hits: 
Youtz was directed to contact the Office of the Chief Information Officer (CIO) regarding a seemingly artificially inflated number of total hits reported by the CIO. It is possible that the excessive number of hits were caused by robots automatically monitoring the website. The CIO’S report is automatically generated, and was probably not reviewed before being sent.

13. Request from Idaho Health Alert Network (Ellis) 
In June, the Idaho Health Alert Network requested email addresses for all licensed veterinarians. As email addresses are not normally released as part of a Public Records Request, the Board directed Ellis to refer this request to the IVMA for resolution.


14. Illegal practice of equine dentistry by lay persons  

      Update on Board’s actions:
Dr. Eklund discussed this topic with other state boards at the AAVSB meeting and found that there are six jurisdictions that currently regulate equine dentists and dental technicians. The question was posed as to whether the AVMA would ever accredit veterinary dental schools? If they will not, who would decide if a school had an adequate curriculum?  There are currently two suspected unlawful practitioners that are known by the Board. Gabel recommended that Dr. Coplin and Emily Mac Master work on an effective plan.  Dr. Coplin is very concerned that it could be perceived that the Board is “picking and choosing” which parts of the Veterinary Practice Act to enforce, and that unlicensed practice be regulated just as heavily as any other disciplinary violations of the Idaho Veterinary Practice Act.    

15. Topics and proposed format for Newsletter (Ellis) 
As staff time is currently limited, Ellis recommends that a fall newsletter not be published this year. Ellis presented some formatting and content suggestions for the spring newsletter.  Ms. Ellis asked if future newsletters could be distributed electronically to save on postage. The consensus was to go with an electronic newsletter for the fall editions, and to mail the spring newsletter with the renewal forms.

Ms. Ellis is concerned about how to notify licensees about the change to electronic renewals, which could begin as soon as May 2015. The Board of Nursing sends out a postcard that notifies their licensees about the need to go to the website to renew online, which was considered a reasonable idea.  

      Suggested newsletter topics for the spring 2015 newsletter:
1. For the first time, list the number and type of complaints received by the Board, sanitized to maintain anonymity.
2. Trends of complaints received, number of new licensees.
3. Dr. Gerber suggested the articles be shorter; Ellis agreed.
