The meeting was called to order at 8:33 AM by Dr. Carol Eklund, Board President.

1. Review and approve minutes from October 20, 2014 Board meeting
a. Page 4, Line 41- change to “suspected” unlawful practitioners.
b. Page 2, Line 28- Based on the circumstances of the situation, “Decided to let Jodie use her discretion on referring complaints to IVMA peer review, making it clear that they have no disciplinary power, strictly mediation.”

2. Summary of Complaint Logs
The Board agreed that the Executive Director should initially offer two suggestions for persons who are considering filing complaints with the Board:
1.) Suggest that potential complainant contact the treating veterinarian and discuss concerns   directly. 
2.)  Discuss the possibility of the potential complainant contacting the IVMA re:  Peer Review Mediation.

      3. Update from AAVSB Winter Board Meeting and NBVME:  
	      Ms. Fick was unable to attend.

4.Proprosed rule regarding radiology equipment regulations and training: 
Katey Anderson from the Bureau of Laboratories provided new information and standards for veterinary clinics that use radiology machines.  She is currently working on a template/guideline that should be ready in July that each clinic can use to set up their own program.  This non-punitive approach to compliance will be set up in the next four years, and is estimated to cost $75.00 per unit, with an affordable plan for large facilities. Anderson was invited to include an article for the BOVM Spring Newsletter.

5.	Legal issues related to board meeting and technology: (CHRISTENSEN)
Kay Christensen, ‎Division Chief at the Office of the Idaho Attorney General, gave a presentation on legal issues related to board meetings and technology.  She cautioned that the BOVM must be vigilant in separating work and personal communications in all media.  She also advised that the BOVM should create rules and policies regarding the use of technology and have the responsibility to self-regulate.  The Public Record Law applies to the Board and includes all information and correspondence, and the Board could decide to eliminate the public forum section of the meeting.  The Board should consider making general regulating policies regarding meetings.  The attorney name needs to be in the “cc” line to qualify for attorney-client privilege.		
6.  	Revisions to the management of Continuing Education credits by the Board office                               The Executive Director requested that the Board consider revising and streamlining the entire CE process.  She presented a proposal to allow licensees and certificants to be responsible for retaining certificates of attendance records for a two year period, but only submitting a list of classes with their renewal application, a signed document that acts as an affidavit.   The Board office would then randomly select 10% of licenses and certificants for review annually.  
A Motion to accept the plan as described by Ellis was made by Dr. Jody Rockett and seconded by Dr. Matt Dredge.  The motion was unanimously approved by the Board.
    7.	Introduction to “rap-back” subscriptions from the ISP
Ellis described a new subscription service from the Idaho State Police’s Criminal Identification Bureau which would allow the Board to receive notices of arrests of subscribed licensees and certificants. The Board will consider subscribing on a per-person, as needed basis, but will not raise application fees to include the service for all applicants.
	 
    8. 	Open forum
             No comments were received.

    9.	Budget update
Ellis presented ideas for the upcoming FY2016 budget, including a possible rise in renewal fees, addition of a permanent half-time position, hiring an ISDA-based software developer to update the Veterinary Licensing Program after the failure of GL Solutions, and hiring a person to work on the Board website.  The FY 2016 budget must also accommodate raises for staff and increases in healthcare costs.  Ellis will begin working on new budget in June, requested the Board’s  comments and suggestions in this matter.

   10. 	Application revision
The Board considered the revised veterinary application form, as presented by Ellis.  
A motion to accept the revision was made by Dr. Matt Dredge and seconded by Dr. Jody Rockett. The motion was unanimously approved by the Board.

   11.	Current Issues
a.) Ellis asked for permission to hire a contractor update the Board website. 
A motion to approve this expense was made by Dr. Carol Eklund and seconded by Dr. Matt Dredge.  The motion was unanimously passed.  
b.) In the continued absence of the Technical Records Specialist II, who is on an extended leave, Ellis expressed concern accounting and the upcoming legislative audit.  She was advised to contact Dr. Dave Schultz for assistance.

   12.  	Update on Equine dentistry
	Because it is illegal for non-veterinarians to perform or advertise equine dentistry in the state, the Board has decided to pursue all illegal practitioners.  A discussion of the best approach ensued; appropriate penalties were considered, and the idea of having Board members meet with local prosecutors to seek their involvement was brought up.  It was also suggested that the definition of “teeth floating” be updated and clarified.

A motion to invoke the authority allowed the Board in the Veterinary Practice Act to pursue illegal practice of equine dentistry, enlisting the Board investigator to take the lead in in the investigatory process, was made by Kathy Simpson and seconded by Dr. Copland.  The motion passes unanimously.

    13.	Items for discussion
a.) The Board briefly discussed the need for “limited” licenses in the event of a veterinary emergency in the state.  It was decided to defer the discussion to next meeting after the Director checks AAVSB rules.
b.) The Board considered whether micro-chipping could be performed by lay staff at pet stores and by commercial breeders.  The Board held that microchipping is not a practice of veterinary medicine.  They agreed that this could need clarification in statute as there are many questions coming to the Board office regarding this topic.
c.) Dr. Rockett brought up concerns that NAVLE-AAVSB has taken over the VTNE.  They should be contacted to determine when students can sit for exams.  It was agreed that Dr. Rockett would find out more and bring information to the next meeting.  
 
  14. 	Dr. Coplin moved to enter into Executive Session at 3:17 PM, pursuant to 67-2345(1)(f) to communicate with legal counsel for the public agency to discuss the legal ramifications of and legal options for pending litigation, or controversies not yet being litigated but imminently likely to be litigated.. Motion seconded by Dr. Eklund.  The roll call vote was:
