I. APPROVAL OF OCTOBER 2013 MEETING MINUTES 
Dr. Eklund moved to approve the minutes with changes. Dr. McReynolds seconded, and the motion passed.

II. EUTHANASIA TECHNICIAN TRAINING:
A. 2014 Remote Chemical Capture Course
i. A report was given on the chemical capture course conducted by Dr. Rosenthal on February 25, 2014, in Idaho Falls.
ii. The Nez Perce Tribal Police Department expressed interest in becoming a CEA; the agency would do mostly chemical capture. BOVM has no regulatory authority on tribal lands, but the Task Force may serve as an educational resource.

B. Update on Attendance at the Spring 2014 CET training
i. Eastern Idaho, February 25:	2 students
ii. SW Idaho, April 2:		12 students
iii. North Idaho, April 9:		6 students
iv. 2014 Adjunct Manual updates:  The Rules section will need to be replaced as soon 
          as the new Rules are printed.

C.      Review of the Task List for Practical Examinations: 
i. Dr. McReynolds said that Tasks #3-6 are for demonstration purposes only.  Trainees need to know the location of the veins. 
ii. Knowledge of IP injections should be demonstrated by the students, as well as venous access. 
iii. Repetition is the key to honing the skills. 
iv. The Task Force edited some of the tasks on the list; Ms. Youtz will make the changes in time for the classes on April 2 and April 9. 
v. After some discussion, the Task Force determined that intracardiac injections be removed from the Task List. If a technician wishes to acquire this skill set, he/she can practice on an anesthetized animal that is scheduled for non-recovery.

D. Update on 2014 Euthanasia JP Exam update (new Rules became effective March 20, 2014)
i. Question #20: the word “Idaho” should be added.
ii. Question #22: the word “Idaho” should be added. 
iii. Question #2:  Add the exact verbiage from IDAPA 46.01.01.201.01.
iv. Write new questions to test the applicants on the Rules that just went into effect. These updated questions will be drafted by the executive director, and approved by the Task Force members (with the exception of the Euthanasia Technician member, who is required to take and pass the exam every three years as part of recertification).

III. FINANCIAL REPORTS  
The FY2014 financial report on expenses and revenues for the Euthanasia Program thus far was discussed.
A. Revenues and expenses for FY 2006-2009 and FY 2010-2013:  the Board continues to subsidize the CETF, but not as much as in past years. Increasing the Euthanasia Program renewal fees has helped lower the annual subsidy from $14,000 to approximately $5,000.
B. The Task Force would like to include a newsletter article in the regular BOVM newsletter, which would keep the veterinarians and veterinary technicians aware of the Euthanasia Program. Ms. Ellis will write the article and send it to the CETF members for review.
C. The executive director continues to work on Zero Based Budgeting for the euthanasia program from the ASPCA

IV. LEGISLATIVE UPDATES
A. Review 2014 Rule changes for Certified Euthanasia Program
B. Three successful Rule changes for Euthanasia Program were passed:
i. Tests may be taken in any order (written exam, practical exam, and jurisprudence exam)
ii. The passing score for the jurisprudence is 90%
iii. The passing score for the written test is 80%
C. Discuss possible changes for 2015 – there are no proposed Rule or Statute changes proposed for the Euthanasia Program at this time

V. GENERAL BUSINESS: 
A. 2013 CEA Renewals: Euthanasia numbers by agency
i. Active adoption programs are responsible for much of the downturn in euthanasia numbers, particularly in the Magic Valley area.
ii. The Blackfoot agency is shipping out dogs to other states for adoption.
iii. There is an increase in the number of feral and abandoned cats being trapped. Pet cats are frequently left behind after people move away, resulting in bird predation, etc.
iv. At the Canyon County Animal Shelter (CCAS), there is no executive director for the shelter any longer, but they’ve recently hired a full-time veterinarian to manage both the shelter and the clinic (Tim Groves, DVM).
B. New software update
i. The executive director provided an update on GL Solutions.  The  BOVM will not be implementing the software, and is currently seeking to withdraw from the contract.  BOVM asked for a refund; the Board’s attorney is following up on this .
ii. ISDA is trying to implement credit card payments for this year’s renewal season.

C. Dates for Fall 2014 and Spring 2015 CETF meetings
i. Can future meetings be via teleconference or videoconference? This may be problematic, as meetings are supposed to be open to the public. It would be very difficult to arrange public access to a teleconference.
ii. After discussion, the Task Force chose WEDNESDAY, OCTOBER 15TH, AT 12:00 NOON in Boise for its next meeting.

D. CETF staffing update
Dr. Sauer’s appointment expires Oct 23, 2014. She has agreed to stay on for at least another three-year term.

E. Relocation of the BOVM office
In February, the BOVM office moved to the building just south of the main Idaho State Department of Agriculture building. The BOVM office is now located at 2230 Old Penitentiary Road in Boise.  The new Fax number is (208) 332-8645.  The Task Force members toured the new location.

F. Dr. McReynolds encouraged the Task Force to use her as a source for ASPCA and HSUS to arrange educational programs and grants. Dr. McReynolds is assigned to the states of Washington, Idaho, Oregon, and Alaska. Many police department and municipal shelters are unaware of programs and/or financial aid programs that may be available with national shelter organizations.

There being no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 2:16 pm.
