1. Approve minutes from April 2, 2014 meeting.
Dr. Sauer moved to approve the minutes as amended. Dr. Dixon seconded. Motion passed,

2. Developing a Euthanasia Task Force Mission Statement

Dr. Dixon led a discussion as to the mission of the task force, with the theme of “We know WHAT we do, but do we know WHY we do it?”  Dr. McReynolds stated that the ‘why’ is because, historically, unwanted animals were being shot, gassed, and drowned. The CETF exists to train and certify shelter staff to humanely euthanize stray animals when deemed necessary.  There is conflict between some of the Treasure Valley veterinarians and the Idaho Humane Society.  The IVMA is stepping in and attempting to introduce legislature to limit the scope of veterinary services that can be provided in all animal shelters in Idaho. Therebers of the CETF voiced their concerns and encouraged positive discussion with the IVMA, the public and colleagues in private practice.   When people work together, everyone benefits. When there is conflict between private clinics and non-profit service providers, the animals end up as the losers.

7. 2014 CEA site inspections
· Dr. McReynolds has completed her North Idaho inspections, and will complete the closing inspection for Kootenai Humane Society during the week of October 20-24. Fatal Plus meds will be transferred to Dr. Nichole Leonard, who is the attending veterinarian for the agency.

8. Idaho Adjunct Manual and Agency Inspection forms – the following questions were posed:
a. Additional copies of the Adjunct Manual will need to be printed before the Spring training. Are there any updates needed?
· No edits needed. 
b. Do we need a separate form for a CLOSING inspection? If so, who will write that?
· Dr. McReynolds drafted a closing inspection form.
· Ms. Youtz will make the edits and email them out to the Task Force for review
· Closing inspections should focus on the final disposition of controlled substances.

9. Setting policy for passing Euthanasia JP exam
· Dr. Eklund suggested charging applicants the $50 examination fee if they’ve taken the exam twice and wish to try again.
· It was discussed that it might be easiest to in the future consider separating the fees for the JP exam so that excessive retaking could be charged for. 
· JP exam can be taken multiple times

10. Miscellaneous business
· Dr. Eklund suggested adding a newsletter article in the Spring BOVM newsletter regarding the Euthanasia Task Force.
