The meeting was called to order at 8:30 AM by Dr. Carol Eklund, Board President
1. Review and approve minutes from January 26, 2015 Board meeting and Teleconference on March 16, 2015.
a. Motion to approve by Dr. Gerber.  Motion seconded by Dr. Dredge.  Motion passed.

2. Review of BOVM newsletter – Spring 2015.
a. Ellis presented a rough draft of the spring  2015 newsletter for the board to review.  The newsletter will be included with renewal applications.

3. Updates from the Executive Director
a. Staffing update – Carol Youtz was separated from the BOVM office effective March 23, 2015.  Cindy Hedge replaced Youtz beginning April 9, 2015.  Ellis advised that the legislature approved an increase in the BOVM’s allotment for the Department of Fiscal Management to allow the board to add a part-time permanent position.  Ellis would like to offer the position to Lecia Johns effective July 1, 2015.  Discussion followed and the board agreed to hire Johns as a part-time permanent position.
b. 2015 Legislative Session – Ellis stated this was a difficult year for the Vet Board.  Gabel reported the rule that would require all Certified Veterinarian Technicians (CVT) applicants graduate from a program approved by the American Veterinary Medical Association (AVMA) will go into effect at sine die adjournment.  It was returned to the House Agricultural Affairs Committee from the Senate in concurrent resolution, but the House did not address it, so it passed by default. A bill to amend existing law to provide that veterinary technicians may place their certification on inactive status and to provide conditions for transfer from inactive to active status was signed by the Governor on March 25, 2015 and will become effective on July 1, 2015.  The bill to provide that licensing and applications fees are non-refundable did not pass.  Ellis questioned what the fees would be for a CVT to be on inactive status.  Gabel advised this would take a rule change and suggested that it be included with the proposed increase in veterinarian fees in FY 2017.  The board agreed to this.  

An amendment to the open meetings laws was passed raising the fine from $50 to $250 if violated. The fine for a knowing violation was increased from $500 to $1,500.
The “Rap-Back” subscription from the Idaho State Police was rejected by the legislators.  

A rule requiring that hearing officers be qualified through the Department of Administration was rejected, but a task force has been established to evaluate the issue.  It will probably be re-introduced during the next legislative session.  BOVM statute currently allows us to recover costs from hiring hearing officers.

c. Budget update – Ellis reported that she met with Jared Tatro from Legislative Services to devise a supplement to the FY2016 budget that would allow the board enough appropriations to hire a permanent part-time (PT) position beginning in July.  Ellis also pointed out that this position needs to be filled to help prevent any more serious staffing problems such as the one that occurred late last year. Ellis also stated that there is enough work to justify a part-time position.   The budget was passed without comment at the February 25, 2015 JFAC hearing.  Ellis reported the office was nearing the end of the financial audit, which seemed to be going well.

d. Complaint update – Ellis reported the complaints were light during the winter months but will most likely increase as warmer weather arrives.  Dr. Coplin noted the way a complaint is handled initially makes a big difference on whether it goes forward or not. Ellis confirmed that, when appropriate, she offers the Peer Review Committee of the IVMA as an alternative route.

e. Update on change in Continuing Education processing – Gabel advised the Board has agreed to implement an audit period and that the veterinarians and certified vet techs will be responsible to maintain their own records.  Records would need to be maintained for six (6) months after the end of the individual’s certification period.  Gabel advised the negotiated rule making process needs to be followed and advised public comments would be taken at the next scheduled board meeting.  Ellis would like to ask for input from licensees and certificants in the BOVM newsletter as well.

f. Website – Ellis has been having a difficult time recruiting someone to repair and maintain the BOVM website.  Stephen Cox from ISDA was asked by his supervisor to work with the office staff and train them on Dreamweaver, but this will hinge upon his existing workload.

4. Mandatory Security Awareness Training (FBI)
a. Ellis reported that the Board recently underwent an audit conducted by the Idaho State Police to evaluate the BOVM’s handling of sensitive material received regarding Criminal Background Checks.  Ellis was made aware that all persons who have access to criminal justice information must receive training on a biennial basis. Ellis has been made the point of contact and has included instructions for the on-line training in the board packets.  Board members will need to send a copy of the completed training certificate to the office to be kept on file. Ellis requested this training be completed by the next board meeting.

5. Case review and discussions
a. Roger Gabel lead a discussion of a case file:  Lee v. Illinois Department of Financial & Professional Regulation, 2014 WL 4656934 (Ill. App. 1 Dist.) (Sept. 18. 2014).

6. Open Forum
a. No comments were received

7. Certified Euthanasia Task Force (CETF) update from April 7, 2015 meeting
a. The task force welcomed two new members:  Dr. Sherry Grisham/Cushing from the Rexburg area and Laurie Dart from the Boise area.  Dr. Cushing replaced Dr. Maatsura whose term ended in April.  Laurie Dart will be the lead CET at the Idaho Humane Society.

b. The CETF has been functioning for several years now, and wishes to update its status from that of a task force to a committee, which would give the group more permanence and more recognition in the eyes of the public, the Legislature and veterinary health professionals.  Ellis agreed to draft a mission statement before the fall meeting.  The group will also assist the board in creating written protocol for its functions.  Gabel advised that statute would have to be changed to accomplish the name change.  

c. Dr. Eklund requested that the Board routinely review all CET applications in the future.  Discussion followed and it was agreed that this would be appropriate under current statue and rule.

d. The next CETF meeting will be held on October 7, 2015, in Boise.

8. Equine Dentistry update
a. Dr. Coplin, Dr. Eklund and Emily Mac Master met on March 15, 2015 to discuss halting the illegal practice of equine dentistry in Idaho.  The Board agreed to send the illegal practitioners a Cease and Desist letter, based on their advertising services on the Web or by other means.  Dr. Eklund would like to discuss adding language in statue to require that veterinarians provide veterinary exams and treatment plans in their documentation of dentals.  Dr. Dredge moved to send out an e-mail or letter to all veterinarians notifying them of what the rules are and outlining how corrective action is taken.  Dr. Coplin seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Dr. Rockett opposed.

9. Microchipping revisited
a. The board came to consensus at the January 26, 2015 board meeting that microchipping was not considered the practice of veterinary medicine. Ellis questioned if there needs to be something more specific in statute about microchipping.  Dr. Eklund reported there are multiple commercial microchipping companies around. Roger advised that a policy be drawn up and posted on the BOVM web site.  

10. Adding a non-disciplinary option for Standard of Care Violations
a. Dr. Gerber requested the Board consider instituting a “non-disciplinary” remedy for “standard of care” violations similar to the one used for records and continuing education violations.  Roger shared similar information that is currently being used by the Board of Nursing.  Dr. Coplin asked Roger to work with Dr. Gerber on legislation.

11. Limited licenses in case of disasters
a. Dr. Eklund requested the Board consider allowing limited permits in case of disasters and emergencies.  She reported that AASVSB has been proactive in having a provision for reciprocity for veterinarians coming into Idaho on emergency patients.  Dr. Eklund questioned if this needs to be a part of our practice act.  Ellis provided legislation from North Carolina and Texas.  Discussion followed.

12. Dr. Dredge moved to enter into Executive Session at 3:01 PM, pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345(1)(d) to consider records that are exempt from disclosure.  Motion seconded by Dr. Coplin.  The roll call vote was:
